works with young people in South
Yorkshire who have run away from or
been thrown out of the place where
they usually live – or are at risk of
doing so. 
These young people face a lot of
disadvantages which may include
living in poverty, inadequate parental
support, bullying, exposure to binge
drinking, drug abuse, sexual abuse,
exploitation and trafficking, and
criminal behaviour such as theft and
shop lifting. 
SAFE@LAST provides a full range of
services from prevention to crisis
intervention for young people at risk.
It currently operates a children’s
refuge, the only one in England and a
24 hours a day, 7 days a week,
Children’s Helpline. It works closely
with South Yorkshire Police in
supporting children at risk of running
away. It works in the streets of
Sheffield with young people
empowering them to make good safe
thoughtful choices which leave
lasting benefit. 

(SDBTT) is the leading charity
dedicated to adult and childhood
brain tumour research in the UK. It’s
aim is to raise awareness, support
and funds for brain tumour research
to help fight this devastating disease
and give hope to brain tumour
patients in the future.
The charity has been working to find

a cure for brain tumours since it was
set up in 1996 by Samantha's
parents, Neil and Angela Dickson.
Since then, funds approaching £10
million have been raised for brain
tumour research and support
services for patients and carers, and
the charity has become the largest
dedicated funder of brain tumour
research in the UK.
Over the past 15 years it has
supported over 50 high quality,
peer-reviewed medical research
projects across the UK, as well as the
first dedicated research centre of
excellence at University College
London. Research ranges from
laboratory studies right through to
clinical trials, and is leading to a
better understanding of the ways in
which brain tumours develop and
how they can best be treated.
Their patient support service
provides a confidential telephone
and email support to brain tumour
patients, their families and carers. It
also runs a series of information days
around the country to support the
growing requests for help.

Sheffield Women’s Aid ensures safe
and secure accommodation for
women, children and young people
who have experienced abuse from a
person or people who they have a
close personal relationship with.
We offer support to help women,
children and young people
understand and recover from the
effects of that abuse, and will help
them regain confidence and skills to
move on from our support to lead
safe, full and independent lives.
For women and children to safely
leave abusive situations, they often

have to leave behind everything
they own, and start to rebuild their
lives again from nothing.
All donations we receive will directly
contribute to helping them to move
forwards towards a positive and safe
future.

TWIN & TWIN TRADING
LTD develops coffee
supply chains in the
Congo with the objective
of restoring smallholder farmers
livelihoods, devastated by years of
war and isolation, through the
production and marketing of high
quality Arabica coffee. 
With support from a Rwandan
cooperative, 284 farmers have been
recruited. In 2008, Twin visited and
provided finance to produce ten
tonnes of speciality grade coffee.
Twin & Twin Trading supplied coffee
to specialist coffee roasters in the UK
and Belgium. 
In 2009 Twin supported a launch of
the coffee on the world markets. In
February 2010 Fairtrade certification
was obtained for the UK market. The
number of farmers belonging to
Sopacdi has risen to over 2,000.
There is growing demand for their
fantastic coffees and volumes will
rise to over 100 tonnes in the next
year.
